7. Highway Matters

i)  Village flood update: PB begun with a summarised update of the current position. Both DW and PB attended the Environment Committee Scrutiny meeting on 8 October, after this meeting the Yorkshire Water’s Head of Strategic Investment and Head of PR visited the village to better understand the situation. DW and PB have since held a very productive meeting with Yorkshire Water reviewing the completed survey work around the village. They felt listened too for the first time and believe that meaningful progress is now being made. The next meeting with Yorkshire Water is on 3rd December where an action plan will be presented for almost thirty different issues identified. Also some progress to the slow draining of the Old Post Office field with the owners, ERYC and YW.
DW and PB would like to thank Cllr Meridith for chairing the Environment Committee Scrutiny Meeting, it was very effective at getting some progress for Bainton. 

ii) Road maintenance update
DW has been updated by ERYC Head of Highways (Andrew Addison) that work down Church St, South Lane and other locations had been planned but this will be in next financial year once YW has worked through the potential solutions to the flooding issues, (thus save digging the road up twice).

iii) Green Lane closure order & downgrading
DW reiterated that we need to keep moving on the downgrading the Green Lane while the 18 month temporary closure is in place. Cllr Lee confirmed it is still high on the agenda.

iv) Highway tree maintenance
DW noted that 3 times in the last couple of months there have been trees down along Applegarth Lane, old trees need reviewing with the ERYC Tree Office. Action – LC to request site visit with the ERYC Tree Office and DW. It was also noted that the tree outside Village Hall has been reported and needs to be included in the site visit.

v) Parking around Bainton Stop 
DW outlined the issues of parking down Back St; large vehicles visit the Bainton Stop and then are not being able turn properly into Dead Lane, damaging the verges. GJ also noted an increase in traffic with cars using West End as a cut through towards North Dalton, again highlighting the concerns of children playing out in the street.
Cllr MB noted a similar issue on the Scarborough Rd in Driffield, due to increased pedestrian traffic the Street Scene Team are working on a solution so it might be better approaching them instead of the Highways Team.
Action – LC to request a review of whether West Dead Lane and Back St can have a weight limit added and also whether  a 20 mph limit can be put in place down West End. This should be request of the Street Scene Team rather than Highways.

Cllr Lee noted that it has been hard to find funding for highways related projects, as the main focus areas are adult social care and special needs education making up major parts of the budget. EYRC is one of the few local councils that should be within forecast budget by the end of the year since the new CEO, Paul Bellotti, has taken on the position but it can remain challenging. Cllr Lee thanked everyone for their involvement in highlighting areas that need attention and DW echoed this sentiment, appreciating everyone’s time and commitment throughout the year.

8. Communications & PR to the village

i) Bainton Beacon 
DW explained that following some recent donations and sponsorships, the Beacon is in a healthy position and looks to be able to remain self-funding in the immediate future and won’t been needed to be included in the precept.

ii) Social committee. 
PM brought attention to the 3 upcoming events – Carol service at St Andrew Church with refreshments, 13th Dec annual Christmas Lunch at Robin Hoods Inn and Banger and Mash in Feb. 

iii) Development funding update 
DW confirmed that he had held a meeting with ERYC (Theresa Gale) at the Village Green to explain the planned use for the funds. She is setting up a specific link for the application to make the process easier and also noted we might be able to use the money we have already spent on the Title adjustments as our match funding.

9. Playground 
i.) 	Playground safety inspection and potential actions need to be more thoroughly reviewed to see whether any work needs doing or does the manage decline continue. Action – SB and AD to review the playground safety inspection report and come back to the next council meeting with any actions that need to be taken. 

10. Planning applications
